human rights problems; strengthening
an efficient, transparent, fair and credi-
ble judiciary; creating a culture of
respect for human rights; developing
public policies on observance of human
rights. The LRC current main activities
are focused on the implementation in
Moldova of human rights treaties and
reforms in the Moldovan justice sector.
It is to become the first Moldovan
think-tank focused on justice and
human rights.
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
